METHODOLOGY OF HISTORICAL RESEARCH OF THE PARTICIPATION

methods of the theory of knowledge and general logical research methods and techniques (analy-
sis, synthesis, generalization, systematic approach, inductive and deductive methods, etc.) The
scientific novelty. It is noted that as of today, only a small number of scholars have addressed
the problems of a purely methodological nature of the study of this topic in their works. The au-
thor identifies the most appropriate methods of historical science: historical; historical-genetic;
historical-legal; periodization; comparative-historical; historical-typological; retrospective. The
Conclusion. It is established that the correct choice of the most appropriate approaches and
methods of historical research will contribute to solving scientific problems of: clarifying the
place and role of the State Border Guard Service among other institutions of the security and
defense sector during the armed conflict; systematizing the combat experience of border guards;
identifying characteristic factors and their impact on the socio-political situation in the border
regions of Ukraine; studying the tasks of the State Border Guard Service in countering threats
on the Ukrainian-Russian section of the state border in the period 2014-2018; establishing the
peculiarities of organizing the service of border guard units while protecting the demarcation
line within Donetsk and Luhansk regions; developing practical recommendations for improving
the activities of the State Border Guard Service to ensure its readiness to protect the restored state
border of Ukraine, which existed as of 2014.

THE SUNNI-SHIITE CONFLICT IN THE HISTORIOGRAPHY
OF THE FATHERLAND OF THE XXI CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze the state of study of the problem of Sunni-
Shiite conflict in the Islamic countries of the Middle East and North Africa in Ukrainian histo-
riography, to outline the achievements of domestic researchers and prospects for further study of
problems related to the Islamic world, in particular, the relationship between its Sunni and Shiite
communities. Research methodology. The research presented in this article was carried out
based on the principles of historicism, objectivity, comprehensiveness and integrity. The methods
used by the author (analysis and synthesis, historical-comparative, historical-typological) made
it possible to fulfill the tasks and realize the purpose of the research. The scientific novelty is that
an attempt has been made to comprehensively assess the Ukrainian historiography of a specific
problem, namely the Sunni-Shia conflict in the countries of the Middle East and North Africa.
Conclusions. the problem of the Sunni-Shia conflict, as well as the general topic concerning
the countries of the Middle East, is gaining considerable relevance and attracts the attention of
Ukrainian researchers. This is explained by the fact that this region is one of those where world
politics accumulates today, and the intensity of political and economic confrontation also affects
the course of internal processes. One of these is the long-standing conflict within the Islamic com-
munity, namely between Sunnis and Shiites. For Ukraine, this topic is interesting from several
aspects. First of all, there are many Muslims living in Ukraine and the state should develop a
strategy for relations with this community. Secondly, Ukraine is interested in intensifying rela-
tions with the Arab world. Therefore, today there is an urgent need to study various aspects of
both the historical past and contemporary processes in the Arab world.

REVIEW OF SOURCES FOR THE HISTORY OF FRANCISCAN MISSIONS
IN RUS IN THE 13th — FIRST THIRD OF THE 15th CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the article is the historical and archeographic analysis of the
main group of written sources for the study of Franciscan missions in Rus" in the 13th - the first
third of the 15th century. The research methodology involves the application of the principles
of scientific objectivity and historicism, a civilizational approach and non-legalism, which made
it possible to study the problem without ideological or religious bias. During the studies, general
scientific methods were used: logical, structural, classification, statistics, as well as special meth-
ods of historical science: comparative, systematic, chronological. The scientific novelty consists
in the source-scientific analysis of a group of written monuments in order to reproduce as fully
as possible the missionary activity of the Order of Friars Minor (lat. Ordo Fratrum Minorum,
hereinafter - OFM), reflected in the political, social, economic and cultural life of Rus" in the
13th - the first third of the 15th centuries . Conclusions. The source base of the research consists
of a complex of various types, mostly published documents, which will require a comprehensive
critical analysis in the future. The main body of sources of the proposed topic are archival and
published documents, conventionally divided into act and narrative. Most of the act materials
were published in archeographic publications of the 18th - 21st centuries. These are mainly
documents of a church and secular nature, narratives of minorites and “non-minorites” origin.
Among descriptive sources, numerous Franciscan annals, chronicles, geographical, biographical
and hagiographical works should be singled out, on the pages of which information about Rus"
came through the empirical experience of the authors or people close to them. A significant
number of sources from the 16th to the 17th century, which often leaned towards the “tradi-
tion of the order,” should be critically examined. Despite the considerable number of diverse
archeographical publications outlined in this source-based review, it is worth noting that similar
studies on the history of Franciscan missionary work in Rus" of the 13th - the first third of the
15th centuries. need constant heuristic attention and critical analysis, taking into account the
well-known “traditions” and “legends” of the order.

THE DOCUMENTS ON THE HISTORY OF THE SHOLOM ALEICHEM
STATE JEWISH THEATER IN THE FOUNDATIONS OF THE STATE
ARCHIVES OF THE CHERNIVTSI REGION (1945-1950)

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze the content and nature of unpublished
documents on the history of the Sholom Aleichem State Jewish Theater, which are stored in the
funds of the State Archives of the Chernivtsi Region. The research methodology is based on
the principles of the concrete-historical approach, objectivity, comprehensiveness, and integrity,
systematicity, as well as the use of the following methods - of analysis and synthesis, historical-
genetic, historical-comparative, historical-typological, and problem-chronological. The scien-
tific novelty is that, for the first time in historiography, unpublished archival documents on the
history of the Sholom Aleichem State Jewish Theater from 1945 to 1950 have been circulated
and analyzed. The main groups of documents are singled out, which reflect the stages of forma-
tion, development, and liquidation of the famous theater, namely: minutes of the meeting of
the Theater’s Artistic Council; posters of performances, annotations of plays, programs of con-
cert performances of theater acting groups; acts of reception of theatrical performances; reports
and information on the theater’s activities, orders and directives of the Arts Committee of the
Soviet People’s Committee of the Ukrainian SSR, the Chernivtsi Regional Executive Committee,
the theater directorate, in particular, on the celebration of the 20th anniversary of the theater
and the organization of touring activities; information on calculation and payment of wages;
theater profits; reports of the liquidation committee of the theater; act of documentary audit
of the theater for 1949-1950 and other documents. Conclusions. It has been proven that these
materials are an important historical source for the history of Jewish theatrical art. The Sholom
Aleichem State Jewish Theater turned out to be the last state Jewish theater (GOSET) that oper-
ated on the territory of the USSR. It has been established that the “Chernivtsi” collection of docu-
ments relates, first of all, to the history of the Kyiv GOSET, whose staff did not find themselves
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in Chernivtsi in 1945 of their own free will, but evidently enriched the cultural life of post-war
Bukovyna with their talented creativity.

DEVELOPMENT OF CINEMATOGRAPHY AND FUNCTIONING
OF CINEMAS IN KAMIANETS-PODILSKYI IN THE EARLY TWENTIETH
CENTURY BASED ON THE MATERIAL OF THE LOCAL PODOLIANYN

NEWSPAPER (1910-1911)

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to use the existing source base to cover the proces-
ses of formation and development of cinematographic art and the functioning of cinemas in
Kamianets-Podilskyi in the early twentieth century on the pages of the local Podolianyn newspa-
per. The research methodology is based on the principles of a specific historical approach, ob-
jectivity, comprehensiveness and integrity, as well as the use of methods of analysis and synthe-
sis, historical-comparative, and problematic-chronological. The scientific novelty is the fact that
for the first time in historiography it was shown how cinemas developed in Kamianets-Podilskyi;
the sources we identified, namely, publications in the Podolianyn newspaper, made it possible to
study the social history of cinematography on the basis of the provincial case, to consider cinema
as a phenomenon of culture and history, and to analyze the number and functioning of cinemas
in the city in the early twentieth century. Conclusions. The emergence of cinema in Kamianets-
Podilskyi dates back to 1901, and the popularization of Kamianets cinema was facilitated by
the publication of the local Podolianyn newspaper, the first issues of which were published in
September 1910. In addition to publishing advertisements with dates and schedules of movie
shows, the newspaper also popularized the Humanitarian Society cinema, stating that part of
the collected money would be used for charity. In early March 1911, Kamianets-Podilskyi was
visited by an authorized representative of a cinematographic company in Russia, who noted that
Kamianets-Podilskyi cinema theatres were maintained at a decent level and all worked on elect-
ricity. It is also worth mentioning that local photographers produced their own films. Thus, we
can conclude that cinematography appeared in Podillia, quite soon after its appearance, due to
the proximity of the borders with European countries. At the same time, there were several cin-
emas in the city, which generated competitiveness. Photographers became interested in the new
business, mastered new technologies, bought movie projectors, and created films. In general, the
issue of the development of cinematographic art in Kamianets-Podilskyi has not been the subject
of in-depth studies by Ukrainian researchers, which requires a detailed study in the future.

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IMAGES OF JAPAN ON THE PAGES OF THE KATERINOSLAYV PRESS
DURING THE FIRST WORLD WAR

Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyze the reasons for the transformation of per-
ceptions of Japan and the Japanese in Russian society from the image of an «enemy» during
the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905 to an ‘ally” during the First World War and to deter-
mine the components of these images based on the materials of the Katerinoslav press of 1914-
1915. Results. As a result of the research, a number of articles from regional publications of the
Katerinoslav region, stored in the collection of Dmytro Yavornitskiy Dnipropetrovsk National
Historical Museum, and related to Russian-Japanese interactions during the First World War,
were introduced into scientific circulation. The regional press of the Russian Empire, on the one
hand, reflected the government’s position, on the other hand, it was aimed at a reader who was
less socially active and less inclined to analyze the geopolitical situation. The one who is the most
interesting from the point of view of studying with the help of imagological tools, whom in the
language of the time it was customary to call the term «everyman».The scientific novelty of
this article lies in the fact that the analysis was based on a unique source complex of the provin-
cial press, well preserved in the collection of the Dnipropetrovsk National Historical Museum
named after D. I. Yavornytskyi. The provincial press is an excellent base for imagological intel-
ligence regarding the generalized ideas of the most “average” representative of Russian society.
Conclusions. The starting point for the formation of the image of Japan and the Japanese in
Russian society during the First World War was the defeat of the Russian Empire in the Russo-
Japanese War of the beginning of the 20th century, which was perceived very painfully, including
by the people of Katerinoslav. Accordingly, Japan’s entry into the First World War on the side of
the Entente (together with Russia) forced the Russian press to make a “180 degree turn” in rep-
resentations of the Land of the Rising Sun. Japan appears in the provincial press of Katerinoslav
as a proud country, a powerful military machine capable of opposing Germany in Tsingtao, a
profitable trading partner and a supplier of weapons, which the Russian Empire desperately
needed. In general, we can characterize the image of Japan through the prism of the Russian
regional press as a beneficial situational ally.

THE INFORMATIONAL POTENTIAL OF THE ARTICLES FROM LOCAL
MEDIA OF KYIV AND CHERNIHIV REGIONS ABOUT IN-KIND
ADVANCES OF THE COLLECTIVE FARMERS DURING
THE HOLODOMOR OF 1932-1933

Abstract. The article aims to research the informational potential of articles from the local
media of the Kyiv and Chernihiv regions about in-kind advances to collective farmers during
the Holodomor of 1932-1933. The research methodology includes the combination of number
historical methods: comparative and contextual analyses, synthesis, systematization. Scientific
novelty. The article is a pioneer research of the problem related to the evaluation of the infor-
mational value of the regional media materials regarding the material advances of the collective
farmers. It was investigated that the different articles of newspapers contain the indirect infor-
mation to the many fields of the Holodomor from famine behaviour strategies of the village head
to the plans of authority to formation of the circumstances of killing by famine. Conclusion.
The empirical material on the kolkhoz’s advances in kind is represented in all the local media
of both regions. It leads to the study of the models of contributions in kind that were developed
in different circumstances during the Holodomor of 1932-1933. These models will make it pos-
sible to deepen the scientific intention in relation to the following major issues: the famine in the
peasants from the spring of 1932 to the June of 1933; the existential choice of the village head,
the moods in the Ukrainian village during the Holodomor of 1932-1933; the strategies of the
authorities aimed at the creation of mechanism of the Holodomor over the Ukraine; the psycho-
logical consequences of the famine in the conscience of the rural population.

DIPLOMATIC MISSION OF THE CZECH KING VASLAYV I
TO THE FRENCH MONARCH PHILIP IV THE HANDSOME

Abstract. The purpose of the scientific study is to reveal the preconditions and to trace
the progress of diplomatic mission organization of the Czech King Vdclav II to France in order
to conclude an alliance agreement with the local monarch Philip IV the Handsome from the
Capeting dynasty, directed against the pope Boniface VIII and the German ruler Albrecht T
Habsburg. The methodological basis of the work is the principles of historicism, objectivity and
scientific credibility. Historical-systemic and analytical methods have been used. The research
was prepared on the basis of analysis of sources. It is about documents of the Czech diplomatic
mission, as well as about the annals and chronicles that were kept in Prague and in certain re-
gions of the Holy Roman Empire. It’s focused on works of leading Czech and German scientists
on the outlined issues. The scientific novelty consists in the detailed clearing up of preconditions
of the diplomatic mission organization of the Czech King Viclav II to the French king Philip IV
the Handsome, clarifying its purpose and probable reasons of fiasco of the action. Conclusions.
Vaclav II hoped to find a reliable ally in person of the French monarch who would be able to
provide him with assistance in his confrontation with Pope Boniface VIII and German King
Albrecht I Habsburg. However, all efforts of Vaclav II to get closer to Philip IV the Handsome
failed. The reason of the failure should be sought in the fact that Philip IV the Handsome man-
aged to deal with the pope on his own, and the fight against Albrecht I Habsburg he did not
consider his priority. Although the relationship between German and French kings became cool,
however the final line was not passed. The position of Philip IV the Handsome could be influ-
enced by family relations of the Capetings with the Neapolitan line of the Anjou family, whose
representative claimed the Hungarian throne. One way or another, but the mission to Philip IV
the Handsome remained unfinished, the alliance between the Czech kingdom and France, which
Vaclav II so longed for, was not concluded.

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RELATIONSHIPS OF THE ROMANIAN POPULATION OF BUKOVYNA
WITH REPRESENTATIVES OF THE AUTHORITIES DURING
WORLD WAR |

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze the relationships of the Romanian popula-
tion of Bukovyna with the Austrian and Russian authorities during World War 1. The method-
ology of the study is based on the principles of historicism, objectivity, systematic approach and
the use of methods of analysis and synthesis, as well as problematic and chronological, historical
and typological, historical and systematic ones. The scientific novelty is defined by the fact that
the situation of the Romanian population of Bukovyna during World War I and the measures
taken by the Austrian and Russian authorities to control the population have been comprehen-
sively analyzed for the first time in Ukrainian historiography. Bukovyna became a part of the
combat zone from the beginning of the Great war, and its population was forced to face a new
attitude of the Austrian authorities, who considered it necessary to eliminate any manifestations
of Russophilia, both among Ukrainians and Romanians. Since the Russian authorities intended
to achieve the appropriate attitude towards the Romanian population of Bukovyna in order of
Romania entering the war, the Austrian authorities made some steps to restrict the freedom of
teachers and priests as mentors of the peasants. Despite the belief in the existence of irredenta
among the Romanians, the Austrian authorities tried to attract Romanians to participate in
volunteer armed forces during defensive battles in Bukovyna. Accusations of treason often re-
sulted in the dismissal of the accused, but such cases occurred mainly at the end of the war and
often concerned representatives of the upper world, as was the case with Yanku Flondor. The
imbalance of the Austrian authorities’ attitude towards the Romanians caused some animosity
towards them among the latter. Conclusion. The Romanian population of Bukovyna became
the element by influencing which the Russian occupation authorities intended to trigger the
break-up of Austria-Hungary during World War I. The loyalty of the Russian authorities to the
Romanian population should have helped to convince the country’s authorities of the need to
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join the Entente countries. However, the authorities had not always been able to find the right
solutions to social issues, which had kept the latter ones in the background. After all, the Russian
authorities failed to avoid the pogroms of Romanian farms, which did not prevent the Russian
side from Romania entering the war on the Entente side.

Problem statement. The local population of Bukovyna, considered to be the
subjects of the Austrian Emperor, was periodically affected by the Russian authorities
during World War I and the constant change of the front line in the province. The
rapid transition from peace to war caused a special attitude of the Austrian authori-
ties to the Ukrainian and Romanian population of the region, because they looked for
potential traitors and organized massacres among them. The Russian occupation au-
thorities sought for cooperation. As a rule, attention was paid to the representatives of
the Romanian community not only to ensure their safety, but also to get Romania to
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enter the war on the side of the Entente countries. The actions of the Austrian author-
ities provoked a negative reaction and created an opportunity to propagate against
Austria-Hungary. During two years of Romanias neutrality in the war, the fugitives
from Bukovyna managed to create conditions for a struggle against the Austrian au-
thorities. The Russian authorities took steps to secure the territory of Bukovyna for
the Russian Empire in the future, relying on representatives of the Romanian intel-
ligentsia and nobility after the future division of the crown province.

Analysis of sources and recent studies. There were publications during the
war, in which the representatives of the Romanian intelligentsia proved to the pub-
lic of the kingdom the cruelty of the Austrian authorities towards Romanians. In
particular, the actions of the Austrian punitive authorities are revealed in the work
by N. Coman (N. Cotos) (Coman, 1915). From a scientific standpoint, T. Balans
work was more important in analyzing the process of limiting the possibilities of the
Romanian national movement during the war (Bélan, 1923). The same author first
described the events of World War I in Bukovyna, relying on his own collection of
documents of that era (Balan, 1930). Chernivtsi historian I. Nistor also made his con-
tribution to the study of events at the end of the war (Nistor, 1928). The analysis of
the events of the end of the war in Bukovyna was carried out by German historian
E. Prokopovych (ITpokonosudy, 2003). The modern study of the history of the events
of the Great War in Bukovyna was carried out by Chernivtsi historian V. Zapolovskyi
(3anonoscpkmit, 2003). The analysis of the Russian occupation authorities actions
was carried out by Russian researcher T. Bakhturina (baxtypuna, 2004). A significant
role in the publication of World War I documents, including memories was played
by Chernivtsi researchers O. Dobrzhanskyi and V. Staryk (Ilo6p>xancpknit, Crapuk,
2008; Jo6pxancokuit, Crapuk, 2009), as well as V. Botushanskyi (Byxosusna, 2014).
Publications of Yu. Veber (Be6ep, 2016) and E. Fisher’s (®iruep, 2019) memoirs trans-
lated into Ukrainian are also important, as well as publishing the Chronicles of the
Greek Catholic Parish in Chernivtsi by K. Kostetskyi (Kocteupkuit, 2019). Although
we have conducted the study on the relationship of the Austrian and Russian au-
thorities with the population of Bukovyna during the Great War ([lo6p»xaHcpxumit,
Kpyrnammos, Spmuctnii, 2014, c. 240-331), it still requires some clarification taking
into account new publications. Thus, despite a significant amount of scholarly litera-
ture, a comprehensive study of the place of the Romanian population during World
War I in the national historiography was not carried out.

The purpose of article. The analysis of the relationships of the Romanian popu-
lation of Bukovyna with the Austrian and Russian authorities during World War I
based on the achievements of the predecessors and the available source base.

Main material prezentation. With the outbreak of World War I the pop-
ulation of crownland Bukovyna became a kind of hostage of events. Thus, from
early days of the war among the Romanian population of the region was spread
the idea that successor to the throne Franz Ferdinand intended to transform
Austria into a federal state having united Romanians of Austria in one province.
His death was considered as a loss of such hope, but the political leaders of the
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Romanians in Bukovyna expressed their loyalty to the Austrian authorities and
they expected expansion of the rights of Romanians from the power (Bélan, 1930,
p. 12, 14). However, the split occurred among the Romanians because the num-
ber of Austrophiles among them was low, and many Romanian intellectuals were
committed to the idea of Romanian domination in the places where the Romanian
population lived (Bélan, 1930, p. 15-16).

But the warfare and government activities further determined the popula-
tion’s attitude to power, including the occupation regime. After the failure and
losses of the Austrian army and its retreat westward the Russians occupied the
city and organized its administration (Kocteusxmit, 2019, c. 78-79; ®imep, 2019,
. 90-92; Balan, 1930, p. 20). A new administration was appointed after the arrest
of burgomaster Solomon Weiselberger and other prominent citizens of Chernivtsi
(Boryurancekwmit, 2009, c. 150; iutep, 2019, c. 97; JobpxaHcpkuit, Crapuk, 2008,
c.582-583). Thus, according to the order of new Chernivtsi region Governor Serghei
Yevreinov and his aide Alexei Gerovskyi prompt the Chernivtsi City Council was
dissolved and Temistocl Bocancea was appointed burgomaster, and Dr. Hacman,
T. von Onciul, and Dr. Scalat were appointed his deputies (Be6ep, 2016, c. 54).
S. Yevreinov in his report of 1915 explained his steps having said that the Jews
had great influence on the city management and that was the reason of arrests and
T. Bocancea appointment burgomaster. S. Yevreinov also mentioned in his report
that he recommended T. Bocancea as an energetic leader in town management and
loyal to Russia person who had left Bukovyna twice evacuating with Russian troops
(Kparkwmit otuéT, 1915, c. 2, 3). The Governor also dissolved the Jewish police and
attracted local Christian people to help the guard. Records management in the
city council was allowed in Romanian and prohibited in German and Ukrainian.
Alexandra Bakhturina considers that appointing the person of Romanian origin
to the post of burgomaster was not accidental because the issue of Romania’s entry
into war was still open and the appointment showed «friendly feeling of the tsarist
government towards Romania», and it was one of the reasons to attract Romania to
the Russia’s side in exchange for Bukovyna (baxTypusa, 2004, c. 156).

The retreat of the Russian troops from Chernivtsi in October caused evacua-
tion of the civil administration representatives too (Bebep, 2016, c. 72). But mayor
T. Bocancha left for Romania (Kocteupkmit, 2019, c. 93). The representatives of
the Austrian administration in Bukovyna accused him of being a communicant
of Ion I.C. Brétianu. And after the Russians had entered the city for the second
time (November 27, 1914) T. Bocancea returned to his office again. However,
he took over the city from a temporary magistrate only on December 15, 1914
(Kocreupkmit, 2019, c. 96). That period was considered by Yu. Weber as a rather
weak position of T. Bocancea. However, when the celebration of the Tsar Day was
held in Chernivtsi on December 19, 1914, the representatives of the Romanian
clergy Dionisie Bejan, Tarnavskyy, Gheorghe $andru and T. Bocancea attended the
reception in S. Yevreinov’s office. The latter, according to Yulius Weber, was given
«specifically warm reception». His loyal activity was awarded the Order of St. Anna
that was given by Earl Gheorghii Bobrynskyy (Be6ep, 2016, c. 81-82, 96, 98, 100).

It is worth mentioning that when the Austrians returned control over the city in
October, Prime Minister of Romania LI.C. Britianu made statements that the recovery
of the Austrian authorities in the region might initiate criminal cases against Romanians
and he also accused the Austrian army of crimes against the Romanian population. The
objections against the possibility of such actions were made in response, although in
November 1914 350 people were arrested in Chernivtsi, and most of them were de-
tained for theft and only a few on suspicion of espionage. Removal of Orthodox priests
from the land was made on the basis of allegations about Russophilism, although in
some cases they were exaggerated (BykosuHa, 2014, c. 50-52, 66).

In conditions of the second Russian invasion in November, 1914, a set of issues
related to moving availability of the people of Bukovyna arose, as well as the problem
of supplying them with foodstuft. That is why the Russian occupation authorities de-
cided to use neutral Romania. In particular, in January 1915 Governor S. Yevreinov
requested Military Governor-General to arrange discussions with the Romanian
government on the issue of people passing through the border from Romania to
Bukovyna using only Mamornita checkpoint and the respective order was given to
Russian envoy to Romania (Jepxapxis YepniBenpkoi 0611., ¢. 283, om. 1, crp. 23,
apk. 1,2). In January 1915 the threatening situation with food supply for the people of
Southern Bukovyna occurred, and the people of Suceava County and A. Heynrahsen
were allowed trips to Romania for providing food supply for the population of
Southern Bukovyna (JJep>xapxis YepHiBerpkoi 061, ¢. 283, o1 1, cip. 102, apk. 120,
199). So the purchase of products from the local population using Russian money
caused distrust and discontent of the Romanian population. That was the reason of
the of Colonel Sekhin request to Chernivtsi governor in January 1915 to exchange
5 thousand Rubles to the Austrian krones according to the rate.

Russians progress to the south of Bukovyna made Austrian command use
different tools for setting up the defense and it was decided to form volunteer units
among Ukrainians and Romanians. Mykola Vasylko carried out the process among
Ukrainians, while Aurel Onciul took care of the process among Romanians. The
latter tried to gather peasants and, on November 22, 2 thousand peasants gathered
by St. George church addressed the Romanian government, declaring allegiance
of Bukovyna Romanians to Austrian Emperor. And one of the participants at the
meeting suggested addressing King Ferdinand with request not to declare war
against Austria not to shed Romanian blood. The other villager offered to organize
Romanian voluntary army corps to protect the territory. In terms of T. Bélan the
idea of creating the corps had to prove to the world that true Habsburgs ruled over
their nations (Balan, 1930, p. 24-26; ®imtep, 2019, c. 145).

Thus, the proposal was approved of and the established recruitment norms
allowed gathering not less than 1.5 thousand of recruits in the neighboring vil-
lages. However, there was no voluntary recruitment and soldiers were recruited
by gendarmes. All recruits were taken to Campulung on December 2, 1914, for
taking oath. New soldiers were taken to the army, but they were rather improvised
military, without knowing military, not being healthy enough, with no military dis-
cipline skills (Balan, 1930, p. 26, 28).
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Nevertheless, at a time when the Russians attacked Suceava Romanian le-
gionnaires under the command of Lieutenant Tiyenberher were taken to partici-
pate in the defense of the territory. The legionnaires were put in Gura Humorului,
Capu Codrului and Ilisesti, while the other company was ordered to block the way
to Frasin, Frumos, Argel. In case of enemy attack by superior forces they could
withdraw to Fundul Moldovei and Pojorata. As a result, the lack of experience led
to the losses of legionnaires as prisoners of war who were executed by Russians.
Perhaps for this reason the part of legionnaires retreated from the Cadmpulung to
the territory of Romania (Bélan, 1930, p. 28-29). Some time later the national le-
gions from Bukovyna were incorporated in the 54th Division, which headquarters
were under Major Daniel Pop command, and then were rearranged into battal-
ions. Captain Roman was the first to command the Romanian battalion and then
Captain Cernautian took command of it (Bélan, 1930, p. 30).

If the Austrian armed forces used their own citizens, the Russian government
intended to use local people to address domestic issues as well as diplomatic ones.
So, the Convention signed on October 1, 1914, recognized the right of Romania
“to annex Romanians populated towns and villages of the Austria-Hungarian
monarchy”. And that process was conducted in Bukovyna according to the prin-
ciple of ethnic majority. It is likely that such a decision could become a ground
for Romanians’ likings toward Russia, and the Russian headquarters intended
to support them with actions. Positive attitude of the Russian invaders toward
Romanians was shown by the order of 30th Army Corps commander, Lieutenant
General Ferdinand M. Vebel issued on December 28, 1914. He urged his soldiers to
spare the Romanian population. However, notwithstanding the orders of the com-
mander the robberies took place, and many small Romanian villages were ruined
in Storozhynets district (MexgyHapopHble oTHOMeHNU:, 1935, ¢. 341-342; Coman,
1915, p. 36-37; 3anonoscbknii, 2003, c. 189; borymancekmit, 2014, c. 57-58).

The other course of action was offered in late 1914 and it was intended to in-
volve Romania to participate in hostilities as soon as possible. So, on December 30,
1914 Director of the Diplomatic Office at Supreme Headquarters Nicolai Kudashev
sent a copy of the senior diplomatic office secretary Muravyov position paper to
Chernivtsi governor about desirability of organizing militia of the local population
in the Bukovyna districts populated by Romanians. The militia was organized in the
districts that did not have to be part of the Russian Empire in the future and it had
the task to assist the Russian troops. Chamber Junker Muravyov considered that mi-
litia as a step to liberating Romanians from the Austrian authorities. He also believed
that in case of availability that very militia could gain control over Romanian ter-
ritories in Bukovyna. As a long term outcome, in case of Russians stay in Bukovyna,
it would be directed at spreading Romanian movement over the territory of the
Kingdom of Hungary. The possibility of transferring control over the territory to
Romania was considered during the retreat, and that would almost certainly cause a
clash between Austria-Hungary and Romania. In fact, establishment of militia was
seen by Muravyov as a way to draw Romania to the side of the Entente, because he
saw possible both participation in the establishment of this organization nationals of
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the Romanian king, and obtaining weapons from Romania for the militia. That situ-
ation was seen by Muravyov quite possible taking into consideration the mood of the
Romanian officers. Differentiation in Bukovyna was also considered quite possible
because Muravyov advised to introduce militia in places where there was no civil ad-
ministration. Since the civil administration was introduced in the territory with hos-
tilities, the delimiting line between the militia and civil administration was constant-
ly changing, which was also going to be used in the diplomatic game with Romania
(HepxapxiB YepHiBenbkoi 0611, ¢. 283, om. 1, crip. 24, apk. 4-6; baxTypuna, 2004,
c. 157). The question of partition between Bukovyna and Romania was discussed
simultaneously with the above-mentioned issue ([lepxapxis YepHiBerpkoi 067,
¢. 283, om. 1, cop. 24, apk. 15-19). Such situation was made possible after the
Russian troops invaded the southern part of Bukovyna when the question of arrang-
ing boundaries arose. Also, that situation should provide the relations of the Russian
authorities with the Romanian population. However, possible promotional activi-
ties against the Austrians were planned in Romania ([lep>xapxis YepHiBenbkoi o671,
¢. 283, om. 1, crip. 24, apk. 20, 10-14). In fact, it was believed that transfer of power
to the Romanian authorities would create difficulties for Austrians because “they
would have to suppress actually gained independence of Bukovyna Romanians. In
general, the Russian side hoped for success, having examples of establishment of
the friendly relations between the Russian military and peasants as well as between
Russians and functionaries of the Romanian kingdom (3amonoscbkuit, 2003, c. 49-
50; Balan, 1923, p. 179-180; Baxtypusa, 2004, c. 157).

Under the pressure of combined Austria-Hungarian and German forces the
Russian army left Chernivtsi again on February 17, 1915. After battles in June the
Austrian troops reached the border of Bessarabia and the front line remained un-
changed there till June 1916. The Russian army launched an offensive near the vil-
lages and Dobrynivtsi and Vikno during Brusilov breakthrough in summer 1916,
having forced the Austrian command to withdraw from Bukovyna. The civilian
authorities went to Vatra Dornei and the part of the civil administration officials
subsequently showed up in Prague. Some officials, like the head of Suceava district,
crossed the Romanian border (Balan, 1930, p. 31-33).

The third time the territory of Bukovyna fell under the Russian rule in June 1916.
Although in the management of Chernivtsi there were involved individual employees
of Romanian origin (N. Makovey, G. Sandru), Father G. Sandru was elected mayor
only on April 26, 1917, but he managed to take office only after interference of General
A. Brusilov, Commander of the Southwestern front (Balan, 1930, p. 34). Thus, the rep-
resentatives of the Romanian community led Chernivtsi again. Even after the liberation
of Chernivtsi from Russians the city was further headed by Mayor G. Sandru.

Another aspect of the war was to attract people of the region to the army. The
rural population, both Romanians and Ukrainians, were involved in military ser-
vice, and was used to carry out fortification or road works. According to T. Bilan,
there were 1,310 workers mobilized only to Gauss engineering group in Horodenka
from November 1915 through January 1916. And those people were taken from
Bukovyna districts with predominantly Romanian population. As of June
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1915 14,000 people from Bukovyna under 17 and over 50 worked in the Austrian
army engineering units. Simultaneously, the military authorities commandeered
draft animals and transport means from the population, in the majority of cases,
free of charge. There were also other kinds of requisition (Bélan, 1930, p. 46-62).

Despite the full use of Ukrainians and Romanians for the benefit of the
Austrian military command, both were equally subjected to the order of the High
Command of Austria-Hungarian army of August 5, 1914 on the activities of mili-
tary tribunals. The order simplified the process of investigation, and one witness
was now sufficient for the prosecution. That order made possible to expand spy
mania in the country and innocent persons were very often subject to punishment.
According to N. Coman (N. Kotos), «soon after the mobilization in the Romanian
villages and towns in Bukovyna the gallows appeared». However, the real situa-
tion looked somewhat different. According to attorney from Storozhynets Emil
Slusanschi terror raised in Bukovyna after the very first retreat of the Russians.
«There were gallows in all communities. Priests, teachers, farmers were taken to the
Hungarian prisons, and they were insulted, beaten, and covered with spittle there»
(3amonoschkuii, 2003, c. 183). Such emotional statements, of course, were related
to the Romanian and Ukrainian population of the region. Illarii Karbulytskyi in
the memories about the war said that the Romanians of Bukovyna were loyal to the
government. «Of course, between the Bukovyna Romanians and the old Kingdom
there was an undeniable psychological contact, which, after all, did not surprise any
reasonable Austrian», — he noted. The same author wrote about some Romanian
intellectuals hostile to the monarchy that caused its unbalanced policy towards
Romanians. But even this hostility did not give any ground to speak about pro-Rus-
sian sentiments and Romanian espionage in favor of Russia. When the war began
the situation did not change, and «the fact that some Romanian intellectuals went
to the Old Kingdom, could not be regarded as an evidence of traitorous mentality
of the Romanian people» (lo6p>xancbkuii, Crapuk, 2008, c. 636).

Thus, the outbreak of war forced the security forces of the Austria-Hungary
switch to «special conditions» activities, and the order of the Kevess army group
headquarters issued on August 19, 1914, called for death penalty to nationals of
enemy countries in case of their terrorist attacks against the Austria-Hungarian
troops. That order also extended over the Austrian citizens who stayed in the com-
bat zone. The gendarmerie was ordered to stop all manifestations of «any dangerous
trend for the country». The first liberation of Bukovyna from Russians was marked
by 22 (according to I. Karbulytskyi) or 32 (according to Iorgu Toma) executions
that were carried out on the basis of denunciations. In the propaganda literature,
published in Romania by the immigrants from Bukovyna, accusations or denun-
ciations of Romanians were repeatedly given to Ukrainian Jews (Ilo6p>xaHcbkuii,
Crapuk, 2008, c. 648). It is worth mentioning that the Jews were given special atten-
tion in publications during the war period that fugitives from Bukovyna published
in Romania. So, N. Coman pointed out in 1915 that Austrian Jews were freed from
military service in order to be involved to support and supply the army. In addi-
tion, N. Coman paid special attention to using the Jews as spies, provocateurs and
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propagandists in favor of Austria-Hungary. In his work, he mentioned all Jews from
Bukovyna who he personally met in Bucharest or was aware about their presence in
the Romanian capital (3anonoscbkuit, 2003, c. 184, 186; Coman, 1915, p. 19-21).

Presumably, N. Coman wrote about persecution of the Romanians in the
Austrian army taking into consideration his propaganda understanding and drew
attention to the fact that after the mobilization, only the old men, children, and
women stayed in the villages. But despite that, some Romanian and Ukrainian
young people were taken to the army as «volunteers» having been sent to the
voluntary corps. Criticizing the Vienna government for such actions, N. Coman
pointed out that the Russians executed the soldiers of that corps as guerrillas and
in retaliation for their actions massacred the civilians that were considered as the
crimes of the Austrian government. Based on those examples, N. Coman stated
that accession to the «mother country» was only a vague desire of the Bukovyna
Romanians, expectation for a distant ideal; because small Romania could not fight
against Austria-Hungary alone (Coman, 1915, p. 21-24, 32-33).

Of course, a number of circumstances forced the Austrian security service
to watch its own citizens when, in fact, according to I. Karbulytskyi, the efforts to
combat spies was a way to explain their own military failures. In fact, there were
few cases of espionage and Bukovyna regiments at the front had no deserters at all
(Jobpsxancpkuit, Crapuk, 2008, c. 637). However, the order issued by Meran on
executions for anti-state activities on September 13, 1914, N. Coman called the
“butcher orders” directed against farmers (Coman, 1915, p. 30-31).

The Austrian authorities were looking for more visible manifestations of anti-state
activities among the intelligentsia. The charges of having links with the enemy were
often presented to teachers and priests as persons who performed «great Romania pro-
motion campaign». As an example, N. Coman wrote about Professor V. Osobis fate,
who said in a circle of friends that Romania would never fight together with Austria.
He was arrested and deported to Vatra Dornei and later was sent to Mukachevo to the
west of the empire. Later, in July 1918, Edward Fisher wrote that in 1915 «Romanian
intellectuals of the region during the Russian invasion openly supported enemies of
our monarchy and in many cases gave them active support. However, after breaking
the front in the East and many arrests of leaders, great Romanian irredentism looks as
something uncertain from the outside» (ITpoxomosiuy, 2003, c. 15).

Relationships of the Romanian population with the Austrian authorities dur-
ing the war were not smooth, which later was reflected in the phrase of commander
of Bukovyna gendarmerie E. Fischer that he knew «only three nations: Germans,
Jews, and traitors in Bukovyna» (Coman, 1915, p. 44). Thus, Romanian intellectuals
were included in the category of traitors and, though their accusations were absurd.
For example, the village priest Prelici from Raranche was accused of Russophilism
and arrested for the Russian calendar which he had a few years before the war at
home. N. Coman said that the Russophile composition was formed during the war
by adding individuals known to the gendarmerie as Romanophiles. According to
this author, the attack was aimed at teachers and priests to break the link between
politicians and people that passed through them (Coman, 1915, p. 45-49).
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Particularly negative attitude to the clergy was observed since the begin-
ning of the war. So, Father Briileanu from the village of Frumos was accused of
Russophilism because he had stated to his parishioners that Austria had no right for
Bukovyna, which was taken from Moldova. So Romanophillism was compared to
Russophillism, and the person could be sentenced to death for that. But Braileanu
was the Knight of «Star of Romania» and his execution could seriously damage the
relations between Austria and Romania. The public attention was also caught by the
incident with the priest Dimitrie Topa, arrested on a tip-off at the beginning of the
war and released when that falsehood became clear. The denunciations themselves
caused unjust arrests. So, Iosefovici, the head of Siret district stated in October 1914
that there was not any priest in the district that time that would not have been filed
the denunciation. Captain Toth also complained about the endless and daily flow
of claims. The danger of such accusations lies in the immediate execution of the
verdicts. Sometimes accusations were «ridiculous», although the people were ac-
cused of likings for Russians. So, Father Pavliuk from Siret was accused because
of his appearance in the streets in new clothes. Father Dariiciuc was charged with
preservation of Russian money, and after finding out that appeared to be lottery
tickets having been issued in Austria (Coman, 1915, p. 83-84, 89).

T. Bélan in his publication described the story of Orthodox priests (Romanian
and Ukrainian ones) trouble, accused of spying or Russophilism (®imep, 2019,
c. 121-122). Among them were priests N. Mykhalcha from the village of Iacobeni
(Campulung district) G. Lanivski of Vyzhnytsia, E. Usatiuc from the parish near
Slobozia-Rarance not far from Chernivtsi and others. The names of villagers and of-
ficials accused of espionage in 1914-1916 were also given, although they were often
sentenced for the opinions expressed by chance. Long remembered for Bukovinians
were cruelties of E. Fisher subordinates — lieutenant Trobey, sergeant Proysentants
and others who sowed the region with gallows. Particular attention T. Balan paid to
processes for Romanians cases in 1917-1918 that were conducted in Bukovyna by
the gendarmerie, as a result of the practices implemented at the beginning of war.
Thus, on charges in connection with the Romanian refugees in 1916-1917 Romanian
printing house director D. Bucevschi was sentenced to death. The similar accusation
was presented to students A. and T. Tomoiaga in March 1918 who were released after
43-day imprisonment. A flurry of arrests hit the gymnasium professors in Suceava.
E. Cosmiuc was arrested on charges of actions against the Austrian state. The same
story repeated in March 1918 with his colleague G. Palamarescu, who was accused
of promoting interests of Romania. S. Procopovici remained in custody from March
through October 15, 1918 on charges for participation in subversive activities that
led to the Monarchy territories division and joining Romania. Professor of the same
school S. Ivanovici was arrested on charges of involvement in the Romanian move-
ment. Those arrests were carried out in Siret and Radduti. Most of the arrested people
returned to their places of residence in October 1918 (Bilan, 1923, p. 203-211).

There was another issue that was painfully perceived by Romanians in
Bukovyna. In an effort to protect themselves from the «anti-state actions» of
Church leaders, Austrians attacked the monopoly of Romanians in Bukovyna ar-
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chiepiscopal Consistory. It was divided into the Romanian and Ukrainian parts
on July 14, 1918, so if earlier the Metropolitan was head of the consistory, then
after the division it included 2 archimandrites (Ukrainian and Romanian), 2 arch-
priest (respectively), 4 advisor-referents (equally from both ethnic groups) and two
Romanians - faculty of theology. Tit Timinschi and Ipolit Vorobchevici became the
department Archimandrites in 1918 (Sesan, 1928, p. 92).

It is interesting to trace the activities of Bukovyna Romanians outside the re-
gion during the war. When at the beginning of hostilities the conditions for border
crossing were set up, that advantage was used by some Austrian citizens of Romanian
origin. There were cases of the Austria-Romanian border transition during the first
and second invasion of the Russian army in Bukovyna. Then E. Slusanschi moved
to Bucharest with his family. Step by step many representatives of Bukovyna intel-
lectuals (priests, teachers, coaches, judges, students) and farmers gathered in the
capital of still neutral Romania. They were in pretty close contact, going to different
cafés, discussed the situation in Bukovyna and fronts. The «Imperial» cafe gradu-
ally became a kind of center and Slusanschi began to actively care for the fate of
immigrants trying to bring this issue to the attention of Bucharest. But there were
also refugees from Transylvania in the kingdom and, in particular, with Professor
Simion Méndrescu’s assistance an attempt to unite the refugees through conducting
a common Congress was made (Congresul, 1915, p. 5-7).

After many meetings, it was decided to hold the Congress on March 28, 1915,
in the Athenaeum hall. The newspapers published an appeal to the people from
Bukovyna and Transylvania with a proposal to participate in the Congress. The appeal
said about the possibility of secession from Austria-Hungary and joining Romania of
the previously separated parts, about their population wish to return to the bosom of
the Romanian state. On the appointed day Athenaeum was filled with representatives
of all parts of Transylvania and Bukovyna. The Congress was opened by S. Mandrescu,
a founding head of the committee. Sluganschi was the first to speak. He spoke of
Bukovyna, the struggle of the Romanians against Germanization and Ruthenization of
school affairs and church life in their land, about taking their own economic niche by
craftsmen of Romanian origin. He also spoke about the destruction of the Romanian
population by Austria as disagreeable. After that, Vasile Stoica spoke on behalf of
Transylvanians, and S. Mandrescu summed up demanding to implement a national
ideal with the armed way. That call, which came 6 days after the fall of Przemysl was
enthusiastically accepted by the audience (Bélan, 1923, p. 184-187; Congresul, 1915,
p. 8-37). At the end of the meeting in his speech at Athenaeum S. Mindrescu made a
proposal on changing of «little Romania». In the afternoon, the discussions continued
in the Dacia hall, when writer Barbu Delavrancea supported S. Mandrescu and pro-
posed to organize the Cultural League. Soon, uniting the most prominent figures of
the Romanian civil life that differed on political views but were united in the efforts to
implement the national ideal, the League played an important role in mobilizing mass-
es to fight for the unification of Romanians in a single state. Constantine Istratii, Ion
Cantacuzino, Nicolae Iorga, Nicolae Titulescu, Barbu Delavrancea, Octavian Goga,
Vasile Lukaciu and others were among those who actively participated in the activities
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of the Cultural League. In fact, the idea of creating «Greater Romania» was expressed
at the Congress. Even the issue of the Romanian dynasty was raised in some afternoon
speeches at the Congress (Bilan, 1923, p. 187-188; Congresul, 1915, p. 37-45).

Later, on June 22, 1915 the Bukovyna Association was established. At the meet-
ing held in the Cultural League premises native of Bukovyna and Romanian national
E. Pagcanu was elected the Head of the Association, and E. Slusanschi was elected the
Secretary. After having made a printed statement to the Bukovynian people with a
call to join the Association the Congress supported cultivation of the national ideal
in order to accelerate reunification of Bukovyna with Romania. Manifested journal-
ism development became one more important outcome of that meeting. Bukovyna
emigrants began to publish articles about their land in Bucharest the newspapers
Adevarul, Dimineatd, Neamul Romdnesc, Epoca, Nationalul. Slusanschi made sig-
nificant efforts to bring the attention of Romanian ruling circles and the public to
Bukovyna. Ion Gramade had the same objective and he saw «the Romanian future»
for Chernivtsi. Both of them supported the idea of Austria elimination and Romania’s
participation in the war. Using the example of a group of refugees, that sent in late
September 1914 the memorandum to head of the government on barbaric attitude
of the Austrian authorities to the Bukovyna Romanian, I. Gramade created his own
«memorandum against the horror in Bukovyna made by the Russians and Austrians».
He was also working on the «Bloody Book» with the list of crimes against the civil-
ian population of Bukovyna. Ion Nistor participated in the work on that book from
time to time. He was also known for defending the idea of «Greater Romania» and
Romanian character of Bukovyna (Bélan, 1923, p. 188-193).

On April 1, 1916, Bukovyna emigrants began to publish their own newspaper
Revista Bucovinei. The editorial of the first issue prepared by I. Toma expressed
the hope for the quick liberation of the native land after 142 years of slavery. With
the growing number of newspaper employees N. Morar and N. Coman (N. Kotos)
were the most active among them. Along with the newspaper, the other sources that
disclose history and contemporary situation of Bukovyna were published for the
Romanian reader: the books Bukovyna in 1774-1914 and Bukovyna Martyrology
by Koman, Bukovyna at Russians by Slusanschi, and Bukovyna by Moraru. Prolific
L. Nistor published historical works The Romanians of Bukovyna and Ruthenians,
History of Church in Bukovyna, and National Struggle in Bukovyna (Bélan, 1923,
p- 193-195; Nistor, 1928, p. 25).

But Bukovynians rushed the things and tried to do more than was perceived
by the Romanian society. E. Fisher was aware that members of the Bukovyna
Association were going to prepare martyrology of Romanians who died during the
Austrian ruling. There was a list of immigrants who promoted the idea of inclusion
Bukovyna in Romania in the police department. Besides those already mentioned
above, there were also included I. Piticariu, D. Marmeliuc, A. Moldovan, E. Iliut
G. Tofan, F. Dobos, G. Rotica and others. After Romania entered the war in August
1916 Bukovyna refugees were used both in the army and propaganda activities.
Many of them were killed, and I. Grdmade, Z. Brieban, N. and D. Ketane and others
were among them (Bélan, 1923, p. 196-197; Nistor, 1928, p. 26).
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The Romanian volunteer corps, formed of Bukovyna and Transylvania soldiers
who served in the Austrian army and were in Russian captivity, played an important
role in the history of «Grand unification» in 1918. According to Romanian military
historian C. Kiritescu about 120 thousand out of 400 thousand Romanians called un-
der the banner of the Habsburgs were captured and sent to the Russian POW camps.
The army corps was formed in one of such camps located in Darnytsia and which was
visited by the commissions of representatives of immigrants. The volunteer committee
established the propaganda newspaper Romdnia Mare with the purpose of spiritual
education. The first unit of volunteers arrived in Iasi on June 8, 1917. The Government
organized the meeting at Unity Square in front of the monument to Prince Alexander
Ion Cuza. I. I. C. Brétianu delivered the speech. After it O. Goga welcomed volunteers
from Transylvania, and then head of the Bukovynian committee I. Nistor spoke to
volunteers too. He expressed his wish to raise Romanian national tricolor in Suceava
and Chernivtsi. Indeed, the army corps took an appropriate place in irridentism of
Bukovyna Romanians and therefore attracted interest in Balhausplatz. Thus, the
ministry of Foreign Affairs stated on August 17, 1918, that this volunteer corps was
established Bukovyna and Transylvania people who were captured or deserted to
Romania. Thus, there was an army corps of 12 thousand soldiers and 600 officers led
by General Marcel Oltianu. It consisted of the following detachments: «Turda», «Alba
Iulia», «Avram Iancu» and small units were sent to the Romanian units. The Bureau
of Transylvania and Bukovyna affairs under the direction of Captain Vaslui was in
Tasi that time. Romania signed the Treaty of Bucuresti with the Quadruple Alliance
on May 7, 1918. That is why the corps was dissolved but its headquarters stayed in
Gyrlau and the soldiers were sent to work in the estates, the officers were distributed
among the other active units. The National Committee of Transylvania and Bukovyna
Romanians in Moldova and Bessarabia, the officers and volunteers on October 6 that
year, urged Ferdinand I to withdraw his troops from the Romanian ethnic territory
from the Austria-Hungarian oppression and end the war, having embodied the ideal of
national integration (ITpokomosuy, 2003, c. 19-20; Nistor, 1928, p. 29-30).

The problem of the relationship between the local population and Russian
occupation authorities during 1916-1917 still remained important. Commander
of the Southwestern Front General A. Brusilov considered the organization of oc-
cupied territories management in order to better supply the troops at the front and
rear as the main task of the authorities. Perhaps because of this, the candidacy of the
future Governor-General - Adjutant General Fedor E. Trepov was determined on
July 3, 1916. The Military Governor-General office of Austria-Hungary regions oc-
cupied by right of war including Tarnopol and Chernivtsi provinces was established
on July 16, 1916. The main approaches of the Russian authorities were formulated
by General A. Brusilov as measures of assistance for troops to maintain order in the
rear and complete subordination to military authorities. Thus, the religious issues,
schooling, and other policies were postponed, namely, the population should be
equal without distinction of nationality and religion. The new Governor-General
had to begin his duties on the basis of those principles avoiding various manifesta-
tions of Russian nationalism (baxtypuna, 2004, c. 163-166).
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After the new occupation of Bukovyna a special border unit was established
and the police units were formed. However, the police team consisted of the lower
ranks police officer brought from Russia and the Kingdom of Poland in October
1916 in Gura Humorului district. The part of them was transferred from Bessarabia
(Heprxapxis YepHiBenpkoi 0671, §. 283, om. 1. cip. 125, apk. 1, 2 3B., 5-15; crip. 407,
apk. 35, 57). At the same time, the issues of the courts work restoration where the
local employees should work were also resolved ([lep>xapxis YepHiBerpkoi 0671.,
&. 283, om. 1, cmp. 120, apk. 5, 6, 10). However, there were some difficulties. So, Siret
district judge A. Patrag who served as mayor remained in his position and three
other officials also worked there, so there was an opportunity to renew the court
work. The courthouses in Sadahura and Bojan were ruined and court facilities in
Chernivtsi were occupied by the Russian military and judicial institutions. There
was no possibility to recover the courts in Campulung and Stulpicani. Only two
judges of five remained in place in Gura Humorului district along with some clerks,
so the possibility of restoring the court was only in the town of Solka (Hdep>xapxis
Yepuisenpkoi 0611., ¢. 283, om. 1, cip. 120, apk. 8-9, 12-13, 15-16). The situation
looked a bit better in Suceava district if they talked about the possibility of renewing
the work of courts. That would help to improve the living conditions of most em-
ployees who received salary in June 1916 for the last time and it could calm the pop-
ulation. To keep the courts it was necessary could spend up to 2.5 thousand rubles
per month, but those costs were going to be put out by judicial duties. The police
chief of Chernivtsi supported renewal of the judicial work, who believed the courts
were means of protecting the population during the war (Jepxapxis YepHiseripkoi
0671, ¢. 283, om. 1, crmp. 120, apk. 19-20, 29-30). The local residents were subject
to a military tribunal in specific cases where they were involved in crime together
with the military or defendants to military court. The military governor-general
solidified the right to withdraw the cases of the locals from the military court or
send them there. The right to send locals to the military courts was also used by the
army units’ commanders (Jepxapxis YepHiserpkoi 0671., ¢. 283, om. 1, crp. 112,
apk. 28). The military Governor-General also made the decision about loyalty of
verdicts in cases concerning Austrian nationals (JepxapxiB YepHiBeupbkoi o671,
¢. 283, om. 1, ciip. 112, apk. 65 3B.-66). The Austrian nationals themselves obligated
in the event of their written requests to pay stamp duty (dep>xapxis YepniBeubkoi
0071, ¢. 283, om. 1, cp. 112, apk. 86). There were not court verdict reductions for
juvenile offenders and judicial investigations against civilians were carried out with
violations. Army court activity extended at the rear districts, and the limits of the
judicial powers of the local civil authorities were defined by the legislation of the
Russian Empire, orders and circular letters the General Governor office (Jep>xapxis
YepHiBerbkoi 0671, ¢. 283, om. 1, crp. 440, apk. 63-65, 68-69).

Such actions could be explained by command task against espionage be-
cause local people were recruited to the military service for free hire having been
checked through counterintelligence (Jepxapxis YepHiBerpkoi 067, ¢. 283, or. 1,
crp. 112, apk. 132). Persons who were not trusted could be sent outside the provin-
ce. The search for wanted criminals and hiding deserters was carried out. Those
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who were identified as the Romanian army deserters were to be sent to the coun-
terintelligence department in Iasi (Jepxxapxis UepHiBerpkoi 0611, ¢. 283, om. 1,
cmp. 111, apk. 16, 18; cip. 112, apk. 71-72, 289).

The attitude of Russian soldiers to local residents and their property was the
problem for the authorities. Even during the offensive in Bukovyna there was the
widespread looting of property, havoc of the government agencies premises, homes,
and shops. The civilian authorities could not stop that, although its representatives had
stated those facts as a systemic phenomenon in the towns of Storozhynets, Suceava,
and Siret, Kitsman, and Vashkivtsi districts. That meant the order of the Commander-
in-Chief was not fulfilled and that forced the chief of staff of the Southwestern Front
to issue Order Ne 239 on August 26, 1916, which prohibited officers and other ranks
of the army to take out from the front area household goods and other property, and
heads of military units should establish supervision of the shipping both in the dis-
trict under control and beyond it (3anmonoscpxmit, 2003, c. 143).

The order giving permission to the free movement of local people within the
Governor-General territory using all means of transport was issued in December
1916. Going outside the territory could be made only with a single pass, which
was issued by the governor or by the Governor-General Chief of Staff (Iepxapxis
YepHiBerpkoi 0611., ¢. 283, or. 1, crip. 115, apk. 127). The ban for sale of alcoholic
beverages and beer, limited functioning of restaurants and cafes, prohibited printing
ads without censorship came into force from October 1916. The languages of ads
were Russian, Romanian and Ruthenian (JJo6pxancpkuit, Crapuk, 2009, c. 57-58).

The jurisdiction of the Military Governor-General also covered the issue of
postal service operation. As of July 1916 there was a problem of delivering mail in
the area of the military actions, and that forced to pay attention to the timely mail
delivery to recipients. So, the Chernivtsi governor had a task of opening postal and
telegraphs offices of a field type in August 1916. Typically such offices were opened
in places of military units stay and they were transferred according to units reloca-
tion. That forced to open permanent post and telegraph departments, as it was in
September 1916 in Cimpulung. Actually, the decision about the place of the post of-
fice opening was made by the Military Governor-General. In August 1916 there was
no sufficient number of the post offices to service the needs of Governor-General
territory, including two post offices serving Tarnopol and Chernivtsi. When the
army advanced the post and telegraph stations could move further closer to the
front. In this regard, the issue of the postal and telegraph stations construction in
the rear areas modeled after Russian ones in habitats of General Governor admin-
istrative agencies. There were 6 post and field offices and three landmark postal and
telegraph offices totally in Chernivtsi region, which really was not enough. The ab-
sence made it impossible to post offices and mail delivery of information about the
situation at the front, which created a favorable situation for the spread of different
rumors. For this reason, the chief of staff in Rddauti district asked to report daily
news from the front for subsequent replication in Ukrainian and Russian popula-
tion and distribution among population ([lepxapxis YepniBerbkoi o6m., ¢. 283,
om. 1, crp. 114, apxk. 25, 26, 27, 87; cup. 407, apk. 8, 101).
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The regions of Austria-Hungary invaded with the Russian troops were
used as a source of foodstuft supply. Thus, in Chernivtsi region, the right to pur-
chase food (bread) had actual state councilor Hryhorenko. Officially, his activities
in the region should be considered to start in September 1916, when the Military
Governor General sent the appropriate orders to Tarnopol and Chernivtsi regions
on September 20 to assist Hryhorenko and 6 of his employees in purchasing of grain
and cattle for the needs of the army. Almost immediately, in October 1916, those of-
ficials faced with a situation when Jewish second-hand dealers in Siret, Rddduti and
Céampulung districts as well as Gura Humorului one bought cattle from the peasants,
which gave Hryhorenko the grounds to ask permission from Chernivtsi governor to
detain those individuals and pass to the needs of the army the cattle they had already
bought. The regulations on the requisition of cattle and standards on obtaining dried
fodder from the population were established in November 1916. Using one of the
Military Governor-General orders the population could be exempt from dried fodder
army supplies, in case when the families did not have other fodder or its substitutes
(Hepxapxis YepHiserpkoi 0611, ¢. 283, om. 1, crp. 135, apk. 1, 2, 4, 10, 11, 13).

The Commander-in-Chief of the Southwestern Front approved of the purchase
prices for food and fodder on October 24, 1916. Approval of prices gave grounds to start
buying them ([lep>xapxis Yepnierpkoi 067, ¢. 283, om. 1, crmp. 135, apk. 19, 20). In
November 1916 the Southwestern Front Chief of supplies gave the right of purchasing
the foodstuff and fodder at fixed prices. The corn, potatoes, hay, and straw were to be
taken from landlords except for the sowing material, the products and fodder required
for the farm maintenance till new harvest. The amount of products that had been taken
from the peasants had to be agreed with the governor on the spot. Provided the bread
was bought till March 1, 1917, at fixed prices, and from March 1, another 20 cents were
added to the prices for 1 pood (HdepskapxiB YepHiBeripkoi 0671, ¢. 283, orr. 1, crip. 113,
apk. 4). There were other orders of the Governor-General in trade and foodstuff sup-
ply. The Chernivtsi governor was informed of the buying beet pulp ban in the Russian
provinces that supplied the front with pork. Military Governor-General F. Trepov is-
sued the resolution on October 23, 1916, which introduced a number of restrictions
and limitations. Thus, the restrictions on trade in catering that had to work only at a
certain time and not to sell alcohol were introduced. The resolution of December 22,
1916, forbade to hide foodstuff and goods in the amount greater than needed for the
own use. Perpetrators were subject to arrest, and the goods and products - to con-
fiscation (Hdep>xapxis YepHiBerbkoi 001, ¢. 283, om. 1, crp. 113, apk. 9, 16, 34). The
Southwestern Front Chief of supplies issued the order that banned to take the horses
away by Russian troops from the occupied regions of Austria-Hungary and several
provinces of the empire. In these circumstances, driving horses from the province over
the province was permitted without driving them from Russia to the occupied regions
(Hepxapxis YepHiBerpkoi 0611, ¢. 283, om. 1, cp. 113, apk. 17).

To provide the population with foodstuff the shops to sell food had to be
opened. The officials of the civil administration bought food in the markets because
they were not able to buy all products in the shops, including uniforms. For that rea-
son, in October 1916, Chernivtsi governor raised the issue of ensuring the heads of
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districts of Chernivtsi region with white checkbooks for food, fodder, and clothing
directly from the quartermaster warehouses. Those books were received probably
in early 1917, because since January 18, 1917 they were already in possession of the
Chernivtsi Governor (Jepxapxis YepHiserpkoi 0611, ¢. 283, om. 1, cp. 112, apk. 5,
16). Nevertheless, begging became quite common in the region, as withdrawal of food-
stuff and livestock was often conducted without considering local circumstances.

The food supply of the population in the region further deteriorated after the
entering Romania into the war in August 1916. The Romanian government closed
the border and banned the export of products from the country. As of October 1916,
the issue of the food supply in Vyzhnytsia district was very difficult because, despite
the police guard, the army constantly robbed and looted people. About 40 thousand
people needed help in Campulung district. The 44th food-supply unit of the Russian
Land Union opened canteens in Campulung, Bucsoaia, Frasin, Dorotea-Platonica,
Stulpicani, Fundul-Moldovei. The 42nd food-supply unit gave for free and for fee
about 100 thousand poods of flour in Gura Humorului district. The situation of the
population remained difficult in Siret district too (3amomoBcokuit, 2003, c. 145-149;
Pyccxuit BecTHuMK, 1917, 8 amp.). The situation did not improve very much till 1917.

Thus, during World War I the Romanian population of Bukovyna was con-
sidered the element influencing which the Russian occupation authorities intended
to cause the secession in Austria-Hungary. The authorities’ loyalty to the Romanian
population should help the country government circles convince them to believe
in the necessity to join the Entente. However, the authorities were not always able
to find the right decisions on social issues and because of that the latter remained
on the background. The Russian authorities were not able to avoid pogroms in
Romanian households although that did not hinder Russia to persuade Romania
enter the war on the Entente side.

THE CONTRADICTORY LEGACY OF TOTALITARIANISM:
CONTROVERSIAL NARRATIVES AND INNOVATIVE APPROACHES
(ON THE CASE OF THE VICTORY MONUMENT IN SOUTH TYROL)

Abstract. The article seeks to emphasize the most recent methods for reinterpreting and
gaining a modern perspective on the challenging and contentious historical impact of the to-
talitarian past. This will be illustrated through an examination of the Victory Monument in
Bolzano/Bozen, located in the Autonomous Province of South Tyrol, Italy. Throughout its his-
tory, this monument has sparked intense discussions and served as a battleground for vari-
ous cultural memory models. This study brings to the forefront intricate questions regarding
cultural memory within a diverse society and its implications for museum exhibitions. This
work relies on an examination of scholarly literature and incorporates field research conducted
by the author. The article delves into the difficulties related to the function of museum exhibi-
tions in reevaluating a contentious historical legacy in a diverse society, which is crucial for its
sustainable democratic advancement. The reformatting of the monument with the help of an
innovative exhibition, as well as the reconstruction of its underground space for the organiza-
tion of the Documentation Center, made it possible to open it to the public. The concept of
the innovative exhibition «BZ ‘18-’45. One Monument, One City, Two Dictatorships» was an
artistic intervention that historically contextualized the monument that originally embodied
totalitarian ideology and culture. It is determined that the creation of a new museum exhibi-
tion in Bolzano/Bocen is an example of an innovative approach to reformatting the symbolic
space and political discourse around the heavy totalitarian legacy. Based on the analysis of the
new museum exhibition, it was found that the monument, which caused controversy, became a
basis for understanding different cultures of memory in a multi-ethnic region and establishing
cultural communication between different ethnolinguistic communities. The reconceptualizing
of the monument’s narrative made it possible to create a space for the coexistence of different
cultures of memory inherited from the difficult past. The museum’s experience of historical and
artistic rethinking of a complex cultural heritage through a critical approach to the interpreta-
tion of the fascist totalitarian past for the sake of social understanding and reconciliation can
contribute to the development of contemporary cultural initiatives in Ukraine.

RIOTS IN THE ZHYDACHIV DISTRICT IN THE AUTUMN OF 1648 —
AT THE BEGINNING OF 1649 IN THE LIGHT OF THE ZHYDACHIV
DISTRICT ACTS

Abstract. The purpose of the article: based on the official material of the Zhydachiv district
court, to investigate the population riots in the Zhydachiv district in 1648-1649, to find out the
geography of coverage, the social composition of the participants, their motivation, and goals.
The research methodology is based on the principles of scientific criticism, historicism, as well
as the use of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization, statistical) and special-histor-
ical (historical-typological, historical-systemic) methods. The scientific novelty: in the processed
acts of the Zhydachiv district court, it was possible to discover more than one and a half thou-
sand names of participants in the riots of 1648-1649, which spread against the background of
the events of the National Liberation War led by B. Khmelnytsky. The percentage ratios between
different social groups of riot participants were determined. Conclusions. Statistical data on
riots of ordinary people obtained from the materials of the Zhydachiv district records indicate
that this phenomenon does not fit into any one model of motivation and strategy of actions of the
participants but instead is a multi-layered phenomenon. Although the Cossacks did not become
the organizing and directing force of the local riots in the Zhydachiv region, they nevertheless in-
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spired the insurgents, who borrowed elements of the military organization of the Cossack army.
However, the motivation, character, and scope of the rioters’ actions differed. There were mass
riots within local communities when peasants attacked neighbouring communities and nobles’
courts without spreading their actions beyond the immediate vicinity. Instead, the riots of the
townspeople of Rohatyn, Knyahynich, and Kalush were more large-scale and organized, who
planned and implemented marches at a distance of several tens of kilometres. The participants in
the riots were guided by a whole range of motivations and goals in their actions. At one pole were
actions aimed at enrichment through plunder, the resolution of older inter-neighbourly conflicts,
and redistribution of land and resources, and at the other - the elements of state, religious, and
even inter-ethnic struggle Material motives dominated the local peasant riots. Instead, the ac-
tivities of the larger rebel units, the core of which was the clergy and the bourgeoisie of the towns
of Halychyna, were guided by deeper ideological motives aimed at protecting and affirming
status, and religious and national interests.

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NOBLE GUARDIANSHIPS OF VOLYN GOVERNORATE: REALITIES
OF COLLECTIVE SOLIDARITY AND PRACTICAL ACTIVITIES

Abstract. The purpose of the article: based on official sources and archival materials of the
State Archives of the Zhytomyr region, to investigate the activities of the noble guardians of the
Volyn Governorate from the point of view of their powers, in particular, the inclusion of nobles in the
guardianship as a manifestation of their state collective solidarity and the effectiveness of the specified
institutions. The methodological basis of the study consists of historical-comparative, historical-
systemic, and historical-typological methods, as well as the principles of systematicity, objectivity,
and historicism. The scientific novelty is determined primarily by the lack of unique research on
the given topic in historiography, the involvement of new archival materials, the characterization
of the peculiarities of the relationship between the state and the privileged condition of the Russian
Empire through the prism of the functioning of noble guardianships as state corporate bodies. The
chronological limits of the article cover the time of formation and the beginning of the activity of the
nobility’s guardianships on the territory of the Ukrainian governorates in the 18th century and are
also correlated with the dating of the archival materials used: from the beginning to the third quarter
of the 19th century. Conclusions. The hopes of the Russian imperial authorities that the newly cre-
ated state institutions (noble guardianships) would support the monarchy’s economic stability and
ensure a stable social system were only partially justified. The noble guardians were not distinguished
by high effectiveness. After all, on the one hand, they were part of an imperial bureaucratic apparatus
that was not more effective. On the other hand, due to the lack of motivation of the nobles to fulfil the
duties assigned to them and the regular practice of their refusal/replacement, these institutions did
not ensure the quality performance of the functions assigned to them.

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AGRARIANIST CONTENT OF P. SKOROPADSKYI'S
AGRARIAN REFORM!

Abstract. The aim of the research — the authors of the article aim to gain new knowledge
about the agrarianist content of the agrarian policy of Ukrainian State. The research method-
ology is based on the principles of objectivity, historicism, and systematicity. The authors used
universal scientific research methods: analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction. In the study of
the topic, the authors used such special-historical and interdisciplinary methods as historical-
comparative, historical-genetic. The scientific novelty is that it is substantiated that there are
sufficient reasons to consider the hetman’s agrarian policy as having an agrarianist character
and corresponding to the principles of Eastern European agrarianism at that time. Conclusions.
The agrarian policy of Ukrainian State had an agrarianist character, given that it corresponded
to the basic principles of agrarianism. Firstly, the hetman and the political parties that supported
him understood the peasantry as an active subject of history, as the social basis of the state.

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They also had a corresponding attitude towards the peasantry, which is reflected in legislation
and agrarian policy. Secondly, agrarian policy was widely understood by the head of Ukrainian
State and the political parties that supported him, as a component of domestic economic policy,
containing socio-economic and socio-political components. The socio-economic part is the im-
plementation of land reform and the settlement of current agricultural issues: improvement of
land management, improvement of agrotechnical cultivation of land, provision of peasant farms
with agricultural equipment, seed stock, working cattle, etc. Socio-political aspect — forms and
methods of cooperation between authorities and the peasantry, subjectivization of the peasantry
in the current political and legal model of the state. Thirdly, P. Skoropadskyi was looking for an
alternative path, not a monarchical one, not a socialist one, he was a supporter of an innova-
tive model of agricultural development. In his understanding — highly cultured peasant farms.
Fourthly, for him, the instrument of subjectivization of the peasantry - the social basis of the
state — was private peasant ownership of land. The latter was considered the foundation of cul-
ture and civilization, the inviolable principle of the state’s existence. Entitlement of peasants to
private ownership of land and significant limitation of large land ownership is the cornerstone
of P. Skoropadskyi’s agrarian reform.

Formulation of the issue. Revolutionary upheavals in Europe at the be-
ginning of the 20" century fundamentally influenced the socio-political life of
European countries, caused the emergence of new phenomena. One of them in
the first third of the 20* century became agrarianism. It became most widespread
in Bulgaria, Poland, Romania, Czechoslovakia, and Ukraine. Ukrainian agrarian-
ism especially clearly defined itself during the Ukrainian revolution of 1917-1921,
which, among other things, had a peasant character. Its representatives on the
Ukrainian soil were, on the one hand, public, party, political figures and organiza-
tions, and on the other hand, the Ukrainian peasantry as an active subject of the
peasant revolution in 1917-1921.

During the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921, Ukrainian agrarianism was
represented, among other things, by the domestic economic government policy
aimed at solving the agrarian/peasant question. Among the variety of revolution-
ary attempts to solve the agrarian question in Ukraine in 1917-1921, in the context
of our topic, the agrarian reform of P. Skoropadskyi attracts attention.

Analysis of sources and recent studies. In the latest domestic and foreign
historiography, the agrarian practices of the Hetmanate are the subject of heated
scientific debates and discussions. Research by R. Pyrih (ITupir, 2006; ITupir, 2023),
N. Kot (Kot, 2014), V. Ivashchenko and O. Taranenko (IBamjenko, TapareHKo,
2018), N. Kovaliova (Kosanbosa, 2020) and other authors is devoted to this sci-
entific issue. At the same time, it is promising to study the agrarian practice of the
Hetmanate as agrarianist in its content.

Aim. The authors of the article aim to gain new knowledge about the agrar-
ianist content of the agrarian policy of the Ukrainian State.

Presenting main material. In modern historical and scientific literature, there
is a well-established opinion that agrarianism originated in Germany in the works
of H. Ruland and A. Schefle. Subsequently, it penetrates the territory of France,
represented by the concept of J. Melin. At the end of the 19 - at the beginning of
the 20" century agrarianism penetrates into Eastern Europe - Poland, Bulgaria,
Romania, the Czech Republic and Slovakia (later — Czechoslovakia) (Tamymixo,
2000). Among the reasons for the emergence of agrarianism, researchers are unani-
mous in the fact that it was determined by the following factors: first, the agrar-
ian nature of the economies of Eastern European countries; secondly, the urgency
of the agrarian question in these countries; thirdly, the numerical dominance of
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the peasantry over other layers of the population of Eastern European countries;
fourthly, increased public interest in agrarian topics in general and the peasantry
in particular. This is emphasized by K. Halushko (Tamyuiko, 2000), H. Matvieiev
(MartBeeB, 1991) and other scientists.

In our opinion, in addition to the above, the following were the reasons for
the emergence of agrarianism. First of all, the conflict between industrial and agrar-
ian civilizations, which became evident in the second half of the 19" and early 20*
centuries under the conditions of modernization of agrarian-industrial countries
and economies and their transformation into industrial-agrarian or close to them
with corresponding value transformation. One of the examples is the socio-eco-
nomic and socio-political models of the Russian and Austro-Hungarian empires,
which in the second half of the 19" - early 20" centuries underwent similar mod-
ernizations. The Czech Republic, Slovakia, Poland, Ukraine, etc. were in the orbit
of influence of modernization processes - future independent subjects of interna-
tional law, representative countries of Eastern European agrarianism, which at that
time were part of the Romanov and Habsburg empires, respectively. We believe that
the advancement of Western-style industrial civilization to the Eastern European
agrarian space caused a defensive reaction on the part of the most numerous social
strata of Eastern European countries - the peasantry. It became Eastern European
agrarianism of the second half of the 19" - the first third of the 20" century pre-
sented in Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovak, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc. versions.

Secondly, the development of the political culture of actually agrarian nations,
which at that time were Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovak, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc.
The political cultures of Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovak, Romanian, Ukrainian,
etc. peasants underwent valuable modernization. We believe that there has been an
essential socio-cultural shift in the collective and individual political culture and
consciousness of the peasants - a transition from an indifferent political culture
and consciousness to an activist one.

Thirdly, the objective laws of the development of the actual agrarian civiliza-
tion, the formation of a qualitatively different peasantry in its bowels. In the case of
Ukraine, the peasant-ideoman, the active subject of history (Koprosenko, 2017).
The Ukrainian peasantry at the beginning of the 20" century was qualitatively dif-
ferent from both the urban proletariat and the peasantry of previous centuries,
formed under fundamentally new conditions of post-serfdom reality. The qualita-
tive difference was the absence of serfdom not only as a legal status. First of all, it is
about the absence of serfdom as a way of life, management of the economy, a style of
thinking, etc. This was a generation brought up under the conditions of capitaliza-
tion of agriculture, industrialization, and transformation of the rural community,
everything that is considered to be the modernization of the second half of the 19*
and the beginning of the 20" centuries in the Russian Empire. Peasants gradually
began to realize themselves as a separate community of the then socio-cultural im-
perial space. The unifying value was the «Idea of the Land», its distribution on a fair,
in their understanding, basis.
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The analysis of the original sources of agrarianism, the achievements of dif-
ferent generations of researchers allows us to single out the following main key
ideologems of agrarianism:

1) the uniqueness and indisputable value for humanity of the spiritual, moral,
cultural and social properties inherent in the peasantry and its work (Marsees,
1991, c. 3-4);

2) recognition of the peasantry as a stratum capable of playing an indepen-
dent role in political life (Kpanusun, Beranxun, 1998);

3) not a capitalist, but a «separate» peasant way of developing society, pre-
serving private property — small peasant property as its optimal regional version
and the basis of social progress, as well as the idea of a peasant cooperative state
(Maxkosenxas, [Tokusaitnosa, 1984);

4) the superiority of agriculture and the rural way of life over industry and the
city, as well as the peasantry over other social groups (Byppsk, 2014);

5) the peasantry — the farming strata — concentrates the main positive va-
lues and qualities of society, is the foundation of state stability and the bearer of
national identity, and the above-mentioned virtues should determine its political
power (Famymrko, 2000).

Taking into account the reasons for the appearance of agrarianism, its phe-
nomenality, there are enough reasons to distinguish between a broad and a nar-
row understanding of this phenomenon. In our opinion, in a broad sense, Eastern
European agrarianism of the first third of the 20" century is a holistic socio-cultural
phenomenon, a phenomenon of Eastern European history of the first third of the
20% century, determined by objective-subjective-subject factors, which is an ob-
ject of cognition. In the narrower sense, Eastern European agrarianism is a system
of peasant-centric ideas of various subjects of the socio-cultural space of Eastern
Europe in the first third of the 20" century and their practical implementation.
Concreting a narrower understanding of Eastern European agrarianism of the first
third of the 20" century, we state that it is a system of ideas about peasants, peasants
about themselves, about the peasantry as an active subject of history, capable of in-
dependent state-building; a component of internal economic state policy aimed at
solving the agrarian/peasant question; as the self-awareness of the peasants them-
selves, as the peasant political culture and political consciousness, as the practical
realization of the actual peasant hopes and ideas about their just future; a compo-
nent of social and party-political thought (Kopxosenxo, Tenbax, 2021, c. 9-19).

We believe that Ukrainian agrarianism of the specified period reflected the
agrarian nature of Ukrainian society. Its agrarian nature is in no way a basis for
understanding Ukrainian society as inferior, «<underdeveloped», etc., compared to
similar Eastern European, Western European or other societies. Ukrainian agrar-
ianism during the Ukrainian revolution of 1917-1921 witnessed the transition from
the indifferent political culture and consciousness of the Ukrainian peasantry to the
activist, agrarian character of the emerging Ukrainian nation.
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Ukrainian agrarianism was represented, firstly, by the peasant-centric opi-
nion of public figures; secondly, a peasant-centric party-political opinion; thirdly,
internal economic state policy aimed at solving the agrarian/peasant question;
fourthly, the peasants’ self-awareness of themselves, as peasant political culture and
political consciousness, as the practical realization of peasant hopes and ideas about
their just future (Koprosenko, 2021, c. 20-27).

A characteristic feature of Ukrainian agrarianism was that it became the
political culture of the peasantry, a reflection of their socio-economic and socio-
political ideas. The embodiment of Ukrainian agrarianism as a system of peasant
ideas about themselves became the peasant republics of the period of the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921, some of which lasted until the second half of the 1920s
(KopHOBeHKO, Arpapusm).

First of all, Ukrainian agrarianism under the Hetmanate of 1918 is presented
in the «Materials for the Programme [of the Ukrainian Democratic Political Party]»
(hereinafter - «Materials») and in the «Essay of the Program of the Ukrainian
Democratic Agrarian Party» (hereinafter — «Essay»). The authorship of «Essay» be-
longs to V. Lypynskyi (Typuenko, 3anicpka, 1994; lait-Hmxnuk, 2018, c. 309). The
«Materials» raised the issue of the fact that in the Ukrainian political life during
the period of the Ukrainian Revolution, political forces that gravitated neither to
socialist nor to non-socialist trends were clearly defined. In fact, the organization-
al committee of the Ukrainian Democratic Party was declared the third political
force, as it positioned itself (Marepianu go nporpamu, 1994, c. 253).

In «Essay» V. Lypynskyi more concretely spelled out not only the political
priorities of the Ukrainian Democratic Agrarian Party, but also reproduced in
relief the leading social stratum of the Ukrainian Democratic Republic. First of
all, the name of this political force reflects its agrarianist character, since «as the
grain-grower party, we will ensure that the grain-grower part of Ukrainian democ-
racy occupies a position in the process of creating our free political life that corre-
sponds to its number (85% of the entire population) and strength» (JInnuucbkuii,
1994, c. 257). The author of the «Essay» and, in fact, we believe, of the «Peasantry
Manifesto» confidently writes that political power in Ukraine «should primarily
belong to the representatives of the Ukrainian peasantry, and the city should not
dictate its will to the Ukrainian countryside. Ukraine is a land of grain-growers, and
the Ukrainian state must become a state of grain-growers. Standing on this ground,
our party will use all means to increase the political, economic and cultural power
of the Ukrainian peasantry» (JIumucbknii, 1994, c. 257-258).

In this way, it clearly distinguishes two Ukrainian worlds: the countryside
and the city. The countryside must become free from the dictates of the city and the
social basis of the Ukrainian state, which is peasant in its essence. At the level of the
programme of the political party, the understanding of the peasantry is crystallized
not only as the custodian of the cultural and spiritual values of the people, but as
a full-fledged, active subject of history, national state-building. The understanding
of the agrarian nature of Ukrainian society by V. Lypynskyi is clear. We believe
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that de facto we are talking about the Ukrainian peasant state, and accordingly,
the Ukrainian peasant nation. The reasoning of R. Vietrov and S. Zborets is valid
regarding the fact that «Lypynskyi considers the peasant not as just a peasant with
his ethnocultural attributes, but as a conscious citizen of the state, a householder
who produces the most important value for its good and independence - bread»
(Berpos, 360penp, 2012, c. 136).

Agrarianism permeates those provisions of the «Essay» that relate to the educa-
tional, cultural, and economic fields. The sections of the programme document clear-
ly state that «in matters of education and culture, our party, as an agricultural party,
in addition to general democratic demands, aims to spread education and culture as
much as possible in the countryside... To this end, we will strive to establish all kinds
of schools in the villages... universities, specially designed for peasants. The work of
a rural teacher in free agricultural Ukraine must be surrounded by special respect
and his material condition must be provided so well as to attract our best intellectual
forces to this important and difficult work» (JInmmacekmit, 1994, c. 259-260).

The economic model of agricultural Ukraine as a state, from the point of
view of the Ukrainian Democratic Agrarian Party (hereinafter - UDAP), will have
nothing to do with the chaos of «private capitalist ownership». It will be based on
fundamentally different principles: «the interest of a private entrepreneur ... must
be limited ... by the widest possible state control over the national economy, and
from below - by the organization and unification of the people’s productive masses.
Because of that, our party will stand for ... the greatest development of the demo-
cratic cooperative movement in all its forms and variations» (JIumnucbkuii, 1994,
c. 261). In this way, the third - alternative version of the economic model - the
cooperative one — was proposed. According to party members, it was the most ac-
ceptable for the main producer of material goods - the peasantry. It harmoniously
combined private and public interests, there was no excessive capitalist exploitation
and socialist dissolution of the individual in the collective.

The agrarian question was not left out of the political programme of the UDAP.
However, the understanding of its essence and solutions was based on principles dif-
ferent from the proposals of other parties. First of all, the difference was that for the
UDAP, «Free Grain-Grower Ukraine» is «a land of highly developed, intensive agri-
cultural farming» (JIunuucekuit, 1994, c. 262). In this way, they considered the agrar-
ian issue as a component of the state pro-peasant agrarian policy, and the peasant
as a citizen, whose private land ownership is the foundation of the Ukrainian State.
The party’s vision of the prospects of the Ukrainian countryside is the third way of
development. It was understood as the placement throughout Ukraine of <hamlets of
the labouring Ukrainian peasantry, on which the Ukrainian grain-grower, united in
powerful cooperative societies, obtains from our fertile land with his and his family’s
labour the maximum of what it can give» (JInmmucekuit, 1994, c. 262).

The members of the UDAP in «Essay» paid attention to one more detail,
which advantageously differed their vision of the essence and ways of solving the
agrarian question. For them, Ukraine «belongs to the lands of Western European
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agricultural culture». Taking into account this circumstance, the party members
emphasized that they would «fight all Russian projects of agrarian reform, based
on the primitive, alien to us, psychology of the «community» (all redistributions
and allotments «on soul») and on the extensive farming system («cutting» of land
to the three-part peasant household)» (JIumuucpxuit, 1994, c. 263). In this way,
representatives of the UDAP primarily saw the social basis of Ukrainian statehood
in the Ukrainian peasantry; secondly, they clearly understood that the Ukrainian
peasant is a unique self-sufficient subject, qualitatively different from the Russian
one; thirdly, the solution to the Ukrainian agrarian question should be based on
European-Ukrainian principles that contribute to the establishment of a high-tech
industry while preserving the identity of the Ukrainian peasantry as the embodi-
ment of cultural and national values. Other options, based on other principles, ac-
cording to the members of the UDAP, are «reactionary, because they lead back to
lower stages of this development and threaten a great decline in the productivity
and productivity of the land» (JInmmucokuit, 1994, c. 263).

Agrarianist ideology was characteristic of the All-Ukrainian Union of Grain-
Growers-Owners (Peasants) (hereinafter - AUGO). In October 1918, the AUGO was
formed. Its composition includes a part of the members of the Kyiv Regional Union of
Landowners, headed by M. Kovalenko, who disagree with the program principles of
the All-Russian Union of Landowners (hereinafter - ARUL) (JTro6oBerp, 2018, c. 463).
On October 20, 1918, their platform was presented in the «Memorandum of Grain-
Growers-Owners and Cossacks of All Ukraine». In a relatively concise document,
the peasant-centric orientations of this political organization are clearly outlined. The
peasant and grain-grower class was declared to be the only and solid foundation of
Ukrainian statehood. Peasants were guaranteed equal civil rights and freedoms. The
principle of private property is inviolable. The ultimate goal of the agrarian reform is
to satisfy the socio-economic interests of the broad strata of grain-growing peasants.
Land ownership, despite the inviolability of the right to private property, is limited.
Regulatory policy regarding the size of land ownership is carried out by the state in the
person of the Land Bank. Forced purchase of land from large landowners was consid-
ered a tool for implementing agrarian reform. The parcelled land was transferred to
the peasants who needed it for a certain payment through the Land Bank (JIro60Bews,
2018, c. 466). Therefore, in its program of state building, the ARUL was clearly focused
on the peasantry — the social basis of national statehood. The socio-political and socio-
economic model of the state had a peasant-centric, agrarian orientation.

The political programme of the Ukrainian People’s Community (hereinafter —
UPC) is also marked by agrarianism. P. Skoropadskyi, who, according to his mem-
oirs, wanted to lead a democratic party that «should lead to compromises between
property and the poor, and between Great Russians and Ukrainians» (Skoropadskyi,
1995, p. 133) was at the source of its formation. By creating the party and develop-
ing its programme, P. Skoropadskyi and his associates aimed to substantiate that «the
Ukrainian movement is not German propaganda, but lives among the people... that
the party... does not determine the form of government, but clearly advocates democ-
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racy and the preservation of property» (Ckopomazcpkuii, 1995, c. 133). Democracy,
among other things, in the understanding of the founder of the party, is «a strong
shift in the agrarian question» (Cxopomazcskuit, 1995, c. 126). P. Skoropadskyi linked
the future of the Ukrainian State with the peasantry, being a supporter of the «third
way», he considered democratic reforms to be a tool for realizing this goal. After gain-
ing power, P. Skoropadskyi aimed to create an efficient government to restore order
and carry out «healthy democratic reforms» (Cxoponaacpkuit, 1995, c. 145-146). He
was convinced that «our Ukrainian is an individualist, he does not need any sociali-
zation. He is strongly against it. ... The only slogan understandable to the peasantry
is land. Regarding the will - they themselves despaired, but to give the whole land»
(Cxopomnapcbkuit, 1995, c. 50). Paying attention to the fact that the peasant is the own-
er, the hetman was sure on this basis that the «ideas of Bolshevism» would not be at-
tractive to him (Cxopomapcpkmit, 1995, c. 51). Taking into account the socio-political
instability, socio-economic hardship, P. Skoropadskyi considered the agrarian reform
more expedient politically than economically. First of all, it was about the political
interests of the state (Cxopomagcpkuii, 1995, c. 54). He closely connected the latter
with benefits for the people. The reform was to be carried out neither by the dema-
gogic techniques of the left parties, nor from the standpoint of the interests of Russian
landlords or Polish lords, but based on a compromise. Therefore, the compromise was
considered by the hetman to be a reasonable basis for solving the agrarian question.
For a payment, on the basis of private ownership, small-land peasants received land
determined by law before transfer (Cxopormazcskuit, 1995, c. 285-287).

V. Kochubey, M. Voronovych, V. Liubynskyi and others were active party fig-
ures of the UPC, who actively cooperated with P. Skoropadskyi on the 1* Ukrainian
Corps. According to P. Doroshenko, the basis of its activity UPC «put a compromise
in social issues, the democratization of the state system within the limits harmless to
the state power, and the Ukrainization of the Russified cultural layers of Ukrainian
citizens, but by slowly attracting these layers to cultural and governmental Ukrainian
work» ([loporuenko, 2002, c. 22-23). In H. Papakin’s quite correct opinion, it con-
tained two basic components: «uniting all owners against socialist experiments and
trying to avoid the extremes of «fierce capitalism»» (ITamaxin, 2008, c. 144).

The above-mentioned considerations of P. Skoropadskyi were adequately re-
flected in the political program of the UPC. We believe that it, like the views of P.
Skoropadskyi, had a clearly expressed agrarianist nature. In addition to the future
head of the Ukrainian State, O. Lupakov, B. Butenko, O. Paltov, A. Rzhepetskyi, 1.
Dusan and other Ukrainian intellectuals of the time who were not indifferent to
the fate of the Motherland participated in the development of the «Program of the
Ukrainian People’s Community» (hereinafter — the Programme). The election of
the «third way» was declared by point 12 of the political programme of the party. It
determined that neither a monarchy, which is unable to satisfy the diverse needs of
the people, nor the detached from life theories of maximalists, which have no basis
in real life, are acceptable for the UPC. State-building based on the will of the peo-
ple, taking into account the historical experience of state-building, its historical and
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political traditions, is acceptable (IIporpamma YkpanuHCKoil HapOJHOII TPOMajbI,
2000, c. 209). In this way, the people were declared to be the source of power of the
Ukrainian State. Taking into account that 85% was the peasantry, it was understood
as the social basis of this state.

The Programme also discussed the priorities of domestic policy. Its main goal
was to ensure the proper conditions for the development of private initiative and
entrepreneurship, the manifestation and realization of the «creative forces of the
people», primarily the peasantry as the most numerous stratum of Ukrainian soci-
ety. The key to this was the guarantee of «really smart freedom» by the state. The lat-
ter meant the protection of life, property, legal rights and interests of a person from
oppression both by the state and illegal encroachments by outsiders (ITporpamma
YkpanHCKoit HapogHoI rpoMazst, 2000, c. 209).

UPC clearly defined the agricultural nature of Ukraine in its programme
provisions. In modern language - an agrarian type of society. Accordingly, the is-
sues of land ownership/land use, land development, legal subjectivization of the
peasantry, and improvement of its material well-being were of primary importance.
Their solution was subordinated to the end-to-end goal - «for the well-being of the
agricultural population of Ukraine». Subjectivization was interpreted as a guaran-
tee of inviolable property rights, which «corresponds to the ancient and unchang-
ing beliefs of the Ukrainian grain-grower» (ITporpamma YkpanHCKOI HapOZHOI
rpomazsl, 2000, c. 209-210). Taking care of the material well-being of grain-grower
families and its improvement, the programme included measures aimed at clear
legislative regulation of the sale and purchase of land, and the elimination of specu-
lation in this matter. Grain-growers and their families were to receive land in the
amount that would guarantee their safe life and sufficient use of their own labour.
The first priority in receiving land belonged to the Cossacks and the poor, «<who did
not spare their lives, defended Ukraine with their chests from external and internal
enemies» (ITporpamma Ykpansckoit HapogHoit rpomazsi, 2000, c. 210).

Members of the UPC supported the opinion that any form of social and eco-
nomic self-organization of the peasantry should be supported by the state. In par-
ticular, the financial department had to take special care of the development of
cooperation, mutual credit societies, loan and savings societies, etc. Cooperation
by UPC party members, as well as by UDAP members, was considered the basis
of the economic model of the future Ukrainian state (IIporpamma YkpanHckoit
HapopgHoIt rpoMapsl, 2000, c. 211).

Therefore, the central figure of agrarian changes and the social basis of the
Ukrainian State was determined by the Programme to be a «Ukrainian grain-grow-
er». The above is convincing in the agrarianist nature of the UPC programme provi-
sions, the agrarianist content of P. Skoropadskyi’s beliefs.

On April 29, 1918, P. Skoropadskyis letter «To the All Ukrainian People» stated
that private property — the foundation of culture and civilization — was fully restored;
the purchase and sale of land is allowed; peasants with small landholdings will be
able to expand their holdings at the expense of land purchased by the state from large
owners (JepxaBHuit BicThuk, 1918). In the statement of the Hetman’s government
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dated May 10, 1918, the main goal of the reform was determined - the creation of a
«healthy peasantry, provided with land and able to raise its productivity to the highest
extent» in the Ukrainian State (Jep>xaBumit Bictauk, 1918). On April 30, 1918, in a
message to the delegates of the Democratic Grain-growers’ Congress, P. Skoropadskyi
confirmed the previously announced ideas regarding the forced alienation (for a pay-
ment) of large landowners’ land holdings and their sale for the benefit of the peasants.
On June 21, 1918, during a meeting with the peasant delegations of Kharkiv Oblast,
Kherson Oblast, Volyn, and Poltava Oblast, the hetman detailed certain aspects of
his planned innovations. So, in particular, he clarified the maximum sizes of pos-
sible peasant households— 25 dessiatins; surpluses from large landholdings were to
be bought by the State Land Bank, which would then distribute them among the
peasants (CensiHcbke ¢oBo, 1918). In his memoirs, P. Skoropadskyi frankly wrote: «I
am a supporter of small households, in particular in Ukraine, and I have repeatedly
said that my ideal is to see Ukraine covered only by small, highly productive, private
households...» (Cxopomazncpkmit, 1995, c. 137). Hetmans goal was not to satisfy his
own interests, but to achieve the «welfare of the people». Agrarian reform was sup-
posed to be a tool for realizing these intentions.

The principles of agrarian reform were formulated by P. Skoropadskyi. Their
content: 1. transfer of all land, except for sugar plantations, forests, land allocated for
horse and seed farms (we are talking about breeding and varietal farms — author);
2. transfer of land for a payment; 3. transfer of land to small-land peasants; 4. sepa-
ration of peasants into offshoots, elimination of consanguinity (Cxopomnazncbkuii,
1995, c. 285-286).

Hetman, UPC, UDAP and other political parties and organizations politically
oriented to his support paid close attention to cooperation. It occupies a prominent
place in the agrarian ideology, it is understood as the optimal socio-economic mod-
el in which exploitation is minimized and the interests of the peasantry are optimal-
ly represented. According to the observations of I. Farenii, under the Hetmanate,
despite the non-acceptance of the figure of P. Skoropadskyi and the state model pro-
posed by the cooperative leaders, the cooperative network continued to increase its
organizational and economic capacities. As of the end of 1918, there were 15,000 to
18,000 cooperatives in Ukraine. 12 thousand of them are consumer cooperatives.
They served 60% of the population of the Ukrainian State (Papeniii, 2014, c. 55).

In 1918, the cooperative system remained a powerful and dynamic factor in
the socio-economic life of the Hetmanate. According to I. Farenii, it provided 28-
40% of the country’s turnover, which was one of the highest indicators in the entire
history of Ukrainian cooperation (®apeniit, 2014, c. 67). Caring for the interests of
consumers, cooperative enterprises tried not to depend on the market element and
set fair prices for their products (PapeHiit, 2014, c. 64).

Conclusions. So, in our opinion, taking into account the above, there are
enough reasons to consider the hetman’s agrarian policy as having an agrarianist
nature. First, the hetman and the political parties that supported him understood
the peasantry as an active subject of history, as the social basis of the state. They also
had a corresponding attitude towards the peasantry, which is reflected in legislation
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and agrarian policy. Secondly, agrarian policy was widely understood by the head
of the Ukrainian State and the political parties that supported him, as a compo-
nent of domestic economic policy, containing socio-economic and socio-political
components. The socio-economic part is the implementation of land reform and
the settlement of current agricultural affairs: improvement of land management,
improvement of agrotechnical land cultivation, provision of peasant households
with agricultural equipment, seed stock, working cattle, etc. Socio-political aspect —
forms and methods of cooperation between authorities and the peasantry, subjec-
tivization of the peasantry in the current political and legal model of the state.

Thirdly, P. Skoropadskyi was looking for an alternative path, not a monarchi-
cal one, not a socialist one, he was a supporter of an innovative model of agricul-
tural development. In his understanding - highly cultured peasant households.

Fourthly, for him, the instrument of subjectivization of the peasantry - the
social basis of the state — was private peasant ownership of land. The latter was
considered the foundation of culture and civilization, the inviolable principle of
the state’s existence. Entitlement of peasants to private ownership of land and sig-
nificant limitation of large land ownership is the cornerstone of P. Skoropadskyi’s
agrarian reform.

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PAVLO SKOROPADSKY: A SUPPORTER OF CONSERVATISM
OR A REALIST POLITICIAN?

Abstract. The purpose of the work is to find out the perception of P. Skoropadsky’s policy dur-
ing the leadership of Ukraine in 1918 in the context of its attribution to one of the trends of political
thought known at the time, which was expressed in the reflection of the participants of those events
on the example of the analysis of their memories and propaganda texts, created in the environment
of Ukrainian political emigration. This will make it possible to more accurately understand the
true purpose and probable results of P. Skoropadsky’s political course, which were not implemented
due to the short-term management of Ukraine in 1918. The research methodology is primarily
based on special scientific (characteristic of historical discourse) methods, namely: comparative-
historical, historical-typological, as well as general scientific methods of analysis, induction, deduc-
tion, synthesis, structural-systemic, etc. The principles of research are non-political, objective, and
scientific. The scientific novelty lies in a new approach and a modern “reading” of the content
of P. Skoropadsky’s political activities and views, which allows for strengthening the research of
the Hetmanate period, giving them a further flow and a new, modern content, considering the
interdisciplinary approach, which consists in combining the data of historical science, philosophy,
psychology, and political science. Conclusions. The initial apoliticalness of P. Skoropadsky and the
fact that his life credo was following common sense, and innate pragmatism due to significant life
experience are substantiated. All these brought him closer to the position of those few Ukrainian
political circles that professed conservative political doctrine. But he remained a man of common
sense and a pragmatist, which, in the conditions of the marginality of Ukrainian conservatism
itself, logically determined his separation from many of his associates, as well as the transition of
some of them to the ranks of radical political currents.

SOCIETY OF UNITY AND CONSENT: A LINK BETWEEN GENERATIONS
(1923-1925)

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyse archival materials, participants’ memoirs
and researchers’ works to highlight the activities of the Society of Unity and Consent, founded by
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the patriotic students and teachers of the Taras Shevchenko Kyiv Labour School. The methodo-
logical basis of the study is the principles of historicism, objectivity, systematicity and compre-
hensiveness. The scientific novelty of the publication lies in the fact that for the first time, on the
basis of published and unpublished archival materials, the preconditions, formation and history
of the Society of Unity and Consent are studied. Conclusions. The founding of the Society of
Unity and Consent was a challenge to the system of government of that time, which sought to
eliminate any alternative organisations that openly or indirectly put the preservation of national
identity above Bolshevik ideology. To belittle the importance of such ideas, the Bolsheviks delib-
erately accused their participants of “bourgeois nationalism”, “backwardness”, and called them
people who went against the demands of life and adhered to “dead slogans”. However, despite
such pressure, some graduates not only maintained their connection with the school, but also
formed their own opinions on the manipulative and insulting accusations. Due to various objec-
tive and subjective reasons, only twelve out of 60 members remained in the organisation, which
is a significant result by sociological standards. It was this part of the youth that later became the
basis of the well-known Union of Ukrainian Youth.

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THE HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL HERITAGE OF PODILLIA IN RUSSIA:
THE SEARCH AND ISSUES OF RESTITUTION

Abstract. The purpose of research is to highlight the issues of loss of the historical and cul-
tural heritage of Podillia because of export to the territory of Russia and the issue of restitution
based on international legislation. The research methodology is based on modern theoretical
principles of “borrowing from archaeology” (according to G. Lucas), as an objective basis for
building historical concepts, in contrast to the outdated dogmas of Marxist ideology, which re-
quired from the beginning the creation of a certain concept followed by the selection of relevant
facts. Scientific novelty determined by the first attempt to create an information bank of the
historical and cultural heritage of Podillia, which was removed from the museum of Russia, and
to raise the question of its return. Conclusions. The fate of the historical and cultural heritage
of Podillia in Russia remains an urgent question of modern Ukrainian science. We are talking
about the search and creation of an information base, which includes a huge amount of written
and archaeological sources, and other cultural values. According to the first results of searches by
Ukrainian researchers, it was established that 38 archaeological collections were removed from
the territory of Podillia and transferred to various institutions of the Russian Federation. The
vast majority of materials got to the Hermitage, others are in various scientific and museum
institutions of St. Petersburg and Moscow. But the total volume and composition of exported
materials has not yet been established. With the formation of independent Ukraine, the task of
establishing the historical and cultural heritage seized in various ways, determining its scope,
composition, losses, protection and preservation of national wealth became extremely acute. In
the regional dimension, they reflect the specifics of each territory and its community, acquire
special importance in restoring the historical past of Ukrainian lands.
